Ms. Taylor received her Bachelor of Music Education (B.M.E) from the University of South Carolina 
School of Music, Master of Education (M.Ed.) from the Citadel in Curriculum Studies, and her Tech-
nology Education in the Classroom degree from Lesley University. In addition, other post graduate 
course work includes Furman University, Columbia    College, College of Charleston, and Limestone 
College. Ms. Taylor, (former Major Taylor, CAP), was recognized as the Aerospace Education Of-
ficer of the Year for the South Carolina Wing of Civil Air Patrol an Auxiliary of the United States Air 
Force and is a three-time recipient for the “Teacher of Year” award from her current school. Most 
recently, Ms. Taylor received the “Certified Microsoft Innovative Educator” designation. She has 
written and received several grants for her students in order to implement and promote literacy 
through technology and Science, Technology, Engineering, Arts, and Math (STEAM) in the class-
room. 

Before joining the Sign Language Ministry, Ms. Taylor performed regularly with the Columbia Civic 
Community Concert Band as a clarinetist and sang with the Sweet Adelines, an all-female barber-
shop ensemble and other church choirs. She currently performs with the Richland One School Dis-
trict Faculty Jazz ensemble as the baritone saxophonist. In addition, Ms. Taylor serves as a guest 
clinician/conductor and adjudicator for middle and high school bands. During the summer months 
Ms. Taylor teaches aerospace education and introductory sign language classes for the various lo-
cal summer camps in both Columbia and Winnsboro, SC. 

Ms. Taylor enjoys all types of music, gaming, reading, making balloon sculptures, theater, and 
spending time with her friends & family, two sisters (Sheral W. Bowman, Kathella T. Jones), one 
brother (Thomas W. Taylor, Jr.) and mother (Mrs. Flossie A. McDaniel Taylor), and pray “talk” with 
her late earthly father, Mr. Thomas W. Taylor, Sr.

History of Mother’s Day 

 
Celebrations of mothers and motherhood can be traced back to the ancient Greeks 
and Romans, who held festivals in honor of the mother goddesses Rhea and     
Cybele, but the clearest modern precedent for Mother’s Day is the early Christian 
festival known as “Mothering Sunday.” 

Once a major tradition in the United Kingdom and parts of Europe, this celebration 
fell on the fourth Sunday in Lent and was originally seen as a time when the faithful 
would return to their “mother church”—the main church in the vicinity of their 
home—for a special service. 

Over time the Mothering Sunday tradition shifted into a more secular holiday, and 
children would present their mothers with flowers and other tokens of appreciation. 
This custom eventually faded in popularity before merging with the American    
Mother’s Day in the 1930s and 1940s.
